ACTION TAKEN: The motion was made by Daniel Gantt and seconded by Jim Whitacre to close the Public Hearing. Call for
question. The motion carried unanimously.

Linda Barnhart suggested, going forward, the Commission pause before making a motion to close public hearing because the
audience may or may not know that the call for public comment is their opportunity to speak concerning the matter.

A gentleman began to ask questions after the public hearing was closed which prompted the action of the Commission to vote
to re-open the Public Hearing to allow for his comments.

ACTION TAKEN: The motion was made by Michael Green and seconded by Jim Whitacre to
Re-open the Public Hearing. Call for question. The motion carried unanimously.

Garry Jones inquired if tests have been done to insure the proposed changes will not impact the surrounding properties.
Mike Roberts responded that this will be reviewed as part of the preliminary/final submission.

Don Fox asked Heather Williams to speak to the proposed changes to the ordinance to avoid these types of waivers to the
site plan process.

Heather Williams re-iterated the suggestions are proposed. The proposed suggestions would eliminate the Preliminary Plan
process altogether, by allowing development for up to four (4) lots through an administrative subdivision process. Projects
would still be required to comply with criteria listed in the ordinance.

Mike Roberts reminded the commission the waiver is proposed under the current ordinance so they will see the project one
more time as a Preliminary/Final. He stated it is currently served by public water and meets all design criteria.

ACTION TAKEN: The motion was made by Daniel Gantt and seconded by Jim Whitacre to close the Public Hearing. Call for
question. Eric Goff abstained from voting due to arriving late. The motion carried unanimously.

ACTION TAKEN: The motion was made by Daniel Gantt and seconded by Jim Whitacre to approve the Waiver to Section
305.4.1 which requires a minimum lot size of 2 acres, in order to subdivide a lot using the simultaneous Preliminary/Final Plat
process. Call for question. The motion carried unanimously.

The project requests waiver(s) to the following sections of the 2009
Berkeley County Subdivision Ordinance:

The first waiver requested is to section 503B-Table 5-2 regarding
“Building Setbacks”. The applicant requests reduction in the front
building setback from 50” (on a collector road) to 20° feet.

The second waiver requested is to section 801 Table 8-1B (13i),
regarding “Off-Street Parking Requirements”. The applicant proposes the
reduction in number of parking spaces for a swimming pool from 1
space/20 square feet of pool surface area plus one (1) space/300 square
feet of building area, down to 1 space/40 square feet of pool surface area
plus I space/300 square feet of building area (less pool area).

Waiver #1: Section S03B-Table 5-2 “Building Setbacks”

The requirements to be granted a waiver, per section 1203(A) of the
Berkeley County Subdivision Ordinance, are as follows:

Section 1203(A)(1): The conditions requiring the waiver are not the
result of any self directed or deliberate physical action taken by the
applicant which, had it not been taken, would have alleviated the need
for the waiver request.

The applicant indicates that the proposed reduction in building setback,
from 50’ to 20, is necessary to accommodate the proposed eight lane lap
pool and apron around the pool within the proposed building addition.
The information provided, indicates that the setback reduction would be
necessary to facilitate the construction of the building addition and pool.
However, it may be possible, for the applicant to accomplish the goal of
adding the proposed lap pool by modifying the existing building and
utilizing some of the existing square footage to accommodate the need
for additional space. It does not appear at this time, that the applicant has
demonstrated that they can meet the requirements of section 1203(A)(1).

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Department of Highways:

Staff Recommendation:

Section 1203(A)(2): The waiver will not be contrary to, the public
interest, health, safety, and welfare given the evidence presented.

Staff does acknowledge that an indoor pool would be an asset to the
community. Chapter 4 “Values, Visions, and Goals” of the 2016
Comprehensive Plan, also indicates that public survey results showed
that 21.4% of written comments point out the need for an indoor pool in
Berkeley County. The applicant also indicates in the material provided
that the proposed reduction in setback would be the same as the
requirements for residential, in the 2009 Subdivision Ordinance.

While this is true, the proposed pool will generate more average daily
trips than the typical single family detached dwelling unit. The pool will
also be greater in size, and have a greater number of occupants within the
building than a residential structure. Therefore, utilizing the 20° setback
may prove to be safety concern for both drivers and occupants. It is also
worth mentioning that the WVDOH has pointed out safety concerns from
a transportation standpoint, and has urged the Planning Commission to
deny a 20’ setback from Route 11.

Section 1203(A)(3): Consistency and fairness in applying the Ordinance
shall not be jeopardized or compromised.

Waivers have been granted to the setback requirements, such as Mid-
Atlantic Laundry & Storage (#013-15), Auto Zone Auto Park (#045-15),
Tarico Heights ROCS (#040-14), Kensington Terrace #020-05), and
Sheetz (#33-95). However, it doesn’t appear that a waiver has been
granted, in recent history, requesting such an extreme reduction in the
required setback. Therefore, if the request were denied it would not
appear to compromise fairness in applying the ordinance. Additionally,
granting the waiver could be interpreted as unfair to those projects which
met the required setbacks as indicated in the 2009 Berkeley County
Subdivision Ordinance.

On February 28, 2017, the West Virginia Department of Highways
reviewed and made comment on the proposed request for a waiver
requested is to section 503B-Table 5-2 regarding “Building Setbacks”.
The WVDOH felt that given the speed limit of the roadway and current
average daily trips per day (ADT) on US 11, the setback should remain
at the required 50°feet. The WVDOH further indicated that the maximum
reduction that they could consider supporting would be 30°.

Waiver #1: Section 503B-Table 5-2 “Building Setbacks”
Based on the information provided to staff, it appears that the proposed

waiver does not fulfill the requirements to be granted approval by the
Berkeley County Planning Commission, as outlined in Section(s)
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1203(A) 1 and 1203(A) 2. Therefore, staff recommends denial of the
waiver for a 20” setback, as currently requested by the applicant.

However, if the commission deems consideration for a waiver
appropriate, staff recommends tabling the decision until the applicant
provides more information regarding the construction of the safety
barrier and which agency is going to attest to the effectiveness of the
safety barrier.

Project Notes: Waiver #2: Section 801 Table 8-1B (13i) “Off-Street Parking Requirements”

The requirements to be granted a waiver, per section 1203(A) of the
Berkeley County Subdivision Ordinance, are as follows:

Section 1203(A)(1):The conditions requiring the waiver are not the
result of any self directed or deliberate physical action taken by the
applicant which, had it not been taken, would have alleviated the need
for the waiver request.

Based upon the information provided by the applicant, it doesn’t appear
that the granting of the proposed waiver would negate the intent of the
requirements of the ordinance as it relates to the number of spaces which
will be required. As indicated in the application materials, if the total
square footage of Berkeley Plaza is taken into account (171,715 sq. feet)
and if it were divided into 1 space/300 sq. feet the total required spaces
would be 573 spaces. Currently there are 1,022 spaces in the Berkeley
Plaza parking area. If the building addition, which is proposed to be
12,155 sq. feet, were added, it would increase the required parking to
633. After the additional development, and if the waiver is granted, there
would still be approximately 992 spaces available. The parking
accommodations that exist, and those that are proposed, appear to be
sufficient to handle the demands of the existing and proposed uses.
Therefore, it appears that condition one can be met, under the proposed
waiver.

Section 1203(A)(2): The waiver will not be contrary to, the public
interest, health, safety, and welfare given the evidence presented.

Based upon the information provided in the application, it appears that
the parking proposed would be consistent with the intent of the
ordinance, and exceed requirements, if taking the collective amount of
square footage of Berkeley Plaza into account. Therefore, it does not
appear that this request poses a threat to the public interest, health,
safety, and welfare of the citizens of Berkeley County. Consequently, it
appears that condition two can be met, under the proposed waiver.

Section 1203(A)(3): Consistency and fairness in applying the Ordinance
shall not be jeopardized or compromised.

In recent history, other similar waivers for parking have been approved
by the Planning Commission. Based on the information provided by the
applicant thus far, staff does not believe that the request poses a risk to
the application of consistency and faimess in the application of the
ordinance. Similar waivers have been approved in recent history. For
example, the Event Center at Hartwood (#026-11), Simply Divine (#038-
16), Comerstone (#012-13), Spring Mills Lot 25 (#010-16), and the
Kunkle Addition (#098-06) were granted waivers to Section 801 and the
number of spaces required. Therefore, since this project still appears to
be meeting the intent of the ordinance and providing adequate parking
for the proposed use, it appears that this condition can also be met.

The applicant’s surveyor has submitted a letter of request for the
proposed waiver, and this letter is attached for review.

Waiver #2: Section 801 Table 8-1B (13i) “Off-Street Parking Requirements”

Based on the information provided to staff, it appears that the proposed
waiver meets the requirements to be granted approval by the Berkeley
County Planning Commission, as outlined in Section 1203(A) 1-1203(A)
3. Therefore, staff recommends approval of the proposed waiver to
reduce the parking requirements to allow for 1 space/40 square feet of
pool surface area plus 1 space/300 square feet of building area (less pool
area), for a total of 60 spaces to be required with the addition of the eight
lane lap pool.

‘Dear Jamie,

The following is a brief description to accompany the above referenced subdivision ordinance
waiver request.

Berkeley Plaza is located on a 23.4 acre parcel located on the west side of US Route 11
(Williamsport Pike), approximately 0.75 miles north of the intersection of WV Route 9 (Edwin
Miller Boulevard) in Martinsburg. The owner would like to construct a building addition to the
existing retail facility to accommodate an eight lane lap swimming pool. The pool would be
utilized by the local high school swim teams. The local swim teams currently must drive to
Shepherd College to practice and hold events as this is the closest swimming facility in the area.

Prior to the design and permitting of project, the owner would like to request the following
waivers:

Section 503 B Table 5-2 (Building Setbacks): The owner requests to reduce the front building
setback from 50 feet (Highway Classification Collector) down to 20 feet. The setback reduction
is necessary to accommodate the eight lane lap pool and apron around the pool within the
proposed building addition.

The waiver request will not be contrary to the public interest, health, safety and welfare. The
proposed reduction in the front setback would match the current residential requirement as
allowed by the Berkeley County Subdivision Ordinance in Section 503 A Table 5.1.
Additionally, the owner will construct a guardrail or other similar vehicular barrier along the
entire length of the building as safety precaution.

The Ordinance will not be jeopardized or compromised with the waiver request since the front
setback would not be less than what is currently allowed by the Berkeley County Subdivision
Ordinance for a residential use.

Section 801 Table 8-1B #13i (Off-Street Parking): The owner requests to reduce the minimum
number of parking spaces for Swimming Pool from 1 parking spaces for each 20 square feet of
swimming pool surface area plus 1 parking space for every 300 square feet of building area to 1
parking space per /40 square feet of swimming pool surface area plus 1 parking space for every
300 square feet of building area (minus pool area).

The proposed building addition is 12,155 square feet and the proposed pool has a surface area of
4,800 square feet. Based on the current Berkeley County parking requirement for swimming
pools, the total parking required would be 240 spaces for the pool area (4,800/20), plus 41 spaces
for the building (12,155/300) for a total parking requirement of 281 spaces. Based on the waiver
request, the parking requirement would be 35 spaces for the pool area (4,800/140), plus 25 spaces
for the building area (12,155 - 4,800 pool area = 7,355/300) for a total parking requirement of 60
spaces.

The waiver request will not be contrary to the public interest, health, safety and welfare. A
reduction in the number of parking stalls required will stay within the existing paved area, thus
reducing additional stormwater runoff.

In accordance with the 2000 Maryland Stormwater Design Manual as adopted by the 2010
Berkeley County Stormwater Management and Sediment and Erosion Control Ordinance,
General Performance Standard No. 1 states: Site designs shall minimize the generation of
stormwater runoff and maximize pervious areas for stormwater treatment.

Additionally, the parking requirements for the surrounding municipalities support the reduction
parking spaces. A summary of the local parking requirements is as follows:

Swimming Pool Parking

Municipality Required Parking (Spaces)
Jefferson County, WV (2 bedroom) 1 space/7 persons legal occupancy*
Martinsburg, WV 1 space/7 persons legal occupancy*
Charles Town, WV None listed
Washington County, MD 1 space/7 persons legal occupancy*
Hagerstown, MD 1 space/7 persons legal occupancy*
Frederick County, VA None listed

*maximum legal occupancy is calculated to be 1 person per 20 square feet of pool surface area

The parking spaces proposed by this project would exceed those required by neighboring
municipalities.

The Ordinance will not be jeopardized or compromised with the waiver request since adequate
parking will be provided within the existing shopping plaza.
